Simmonds Lumber held a launch event in Sydneyttodiuce
the world’s first use of DNA to track and trace thede in
timber.

The technology has been developed by Certisource, a
Singapore based timber auditing company, who haea b
working with Simmonds Lumber for the last 5 years.

“DNA Lumber” arrives at Simmonds Lumber

The DNA test, similar to human DNA testing, versitnhe
exact source of each tree used to produce timioglupts
imported by Simmonds from Indonesia. Combined \aith
audit of more traditional paperwork, Certisourcalide to
verify that the timber being imported into Austeais legal.

Assessment of Forest Certification Schemes Operagrin
Indonesia -The assessment of certification under the Forest
Stewardship Council (FSC) and the Indonesian EbeHiag
Institute (LEI) systems in Indonesia was conduttgdvVWF
consultants in 2006 using the Forest Certificathesessment
Guide.

The Guide was developed by the World Bank/WWF Altia
for Forest Conservation and Sustainable Use aslad@ssess
a forest certification scheme and identify compdsef the
scheme that could be strengthened to more effégtivive
improvements in forest management and to enhance
recognition of the scheme in the market place gnatber
stakeholders.

The assessment found that the LEI scheme met ridst o
FCAG requirements, however non-conformities weratb
with respect to its policy on the conversion ofunat forests,
transparency of the accreditation process, andgrdporting.
The FSC scheme in Indonesia complied with the FCAG
requirements except for its reliance on interinmdtads.
WWE is in dialogue with LEI and FSC to explore hthe
issues identified in the assessment can best bressd.
