Wood Packaging Recycling Brochure Launched The National Timber Product Stewardship GroupRSG) has launched a new
brochure on recycling wood packaging such as jgadled crates.

It is estimated that around 300,000 tonnes of wasted packaging is disposed to landfills each
year around Australia and some companies, partlgutzose importing manufactured goods
from overseas, generate large quantities of wastelywackaging.

While a significant quantity of wood pallets, padiarly if they are standard size, can be
repaired and reused, single-trip wood pallets aates generally cannot be. The good news is
that these pallets and crates are increasinglclegynto products such as new patrticleboard,
mulch, animal bedding or even low carbon pollutiegewable energy.

The brochure clarifies information for imported vadopackaging about methods that are used to
minimise the spread of pests and diseases intarmohd Australia. For example — methods
such as heat serialisation and fumigants whicatéarriers to wood recycling or use in the getiensof renewable energy.

The brochure also directs companies to the new NW8I&ite which includes a directory with over 12Bibesses across Australia
that reuse, recycle or use waste wood packagiggrierate renewable energy.
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“This brochure helps businesses that generated i@aste wood packaging play their part in proditetvardship of wood products
across the supply chain — even at end of life”petiog to Stephen Mitchell, Project Manager of NGSP

The NTPSG, a timber industry initiative, has taegietvood packaging as “low hanging fruit” to helpehits overall target of
doubling the recovery of all waste wood to oneimnilltonnes per year by 2010.

FSC releases a statement on forests and climate cigee -With increasing recognition of the critical linketlveen forests and
climate change, the need for credible carbon maiketmerging. This paper lays down the founddtofSC’s role in this critical
issue and will act as a catalyst for engaging debtithe FSC General Assembly.

The statement maintains that carbon managemenotharseparated from the many ecosystem serviaesvtil managed forests
provide. There is a need for credible and afforeahlditing tools to assess and monitor avoidedrdsfation and forest carbon
sequestration. The FSC system provides the cofdgexthich carbon management and carbon creditimgoeaharmonised with other
uses and values of the forest.

The FSC Board of Directors developed the statemndirie with the goals of the overarching Globala®tgy released in 2007. In the
coming months, FSC will facilitate the debate bgviding more information as to the options forwaktithe General Assembly in
November, the membership is anticipated to debalepassibly decide upon FSC'’s future engagemewiifiying ecosystem

EuroPartner suspended for all FSC certification +SC has withdrawn accreditation of the certificatimdy EuroPartner for both
forest management and chain of custody certificat8ased in St. Petersberg, the certification builparily worked in Russia. As of
August 26, 2008, EuroPartner is no longer alloveedarry out any certification for FSC. Over the tigxee months, FSC will
support all certificate holders currently certifieg EuroPartner to move to an FSC accredited amtibn body.

Bosque (VIBO) is suspended for forest managememhthain of custody certification worldwidés of August 18, 2008, VIBO is no
longer allowed to signew contracts or issue new FSC certificates dutieguspension period. The Mexico based certificatiadyb
may not perform any new audits, nor issue or reeésewFSC certificates. However, current FSC certificagssed by VIBO prior
to the suspension period will remain valid.
